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General

The Immigration and Naturalization Service is
responsible for enforcing and administering Federal
statutes relating to immigration and nationality. This
responsibility includes the inspection of aliens to deter-
mine their admissibility into the United States; adjudi-
cating requests for benefits under the law; preventing
illegal entry into the United States; the investigation,
apprehension, and removal of aliens in this country in
violation of the law; and the examination of applicants
wishing to become citizens through naturalization.

This year’s activities are summarized as they relate
to the operations of the various organizational units
of the Service.

Travel Control

INSPECTIONS

International travel continued to increase during
fiscal year 1971. The more than 237 million aliens and
citizens inspected by Service personnel this year is a
41-percent increase over the 168 million inspections
conducted in 1961. While the actual number of pass-
engers arriving by air grew to 10,236,887 (a 12-percent
increase over 1970) the number of arriving planes
decreased by 1 percent. This is in keeping with the
growing use of aircraft with larger passenger capaci-
ties.

Airline rescheduling at the airports receiving many
of the new larger planes has helped alleviate the large
influxes of passengers at one time which would other-
wise slow inspection processes. Satellite terminals at
John F. Kennedy International Airport were opened
during fiscal year 1971 by several major airlines to
reduce the flow into the main terminal.

In the future, more planes are expected to be routed
to new international airports which are opening up in
several smaller cities in the United States. For example,
Bradley International Airport, located between Hart-
ford, Connecticut, and, Springfield, Massachusetts, has
recently opened and has received many flights once
routed to Boston or New York, thereby relieving in-
spections at airports in those cities. Eventually airports
such as this will reapportion the inspection workload
more widely throughout the country. Charter flights,
which have become increasingly popular in interna-
tional travel, also operate more and more out of many
of the smaller airports.

Since June of 1968, the Service has participated in a
system designed to accelerate the inspection of arriving
air passengers. When this system was inaugurated, the
primary inspection of arriving air passengers was per-
formed by a single officer acting for the Public Health
Service, Immigration and Naturalization Service,
Bureau of Customs, and Department of Agriculture
rather than by separate officers representing each of
these agencies. Because inspectional agencies are con-
stantly striving to improve service to the public and



because of a united commitment to prevent the smug-
gling of narcotics and dangerous drugs, the Accel-
erated Inspection System was modified in April 1971.
Under the revised plan, immigration and public health
officers work together in performing the functions of
those agencies, while the functions of the Bureau of
Customs and the Agricultural Research Services are
carried out by officers of those agencies. The resulting
two-stop inspection system has proven to be efficient
and well accepted by travelers.

The volume of inspections at the -already over-
crowded U.S. airports is also reduced considerably by
inspection of passengers and crews in the countries of
embarkation. So called “preclearance” procedures,
currently in effect in Montreal, Toronto, Winnipeg,
and Vancouver, Canada, and at Nassau and Bermuda,
eliminate the need for any further inspection of the
passenger or his baggage upon arrival in the United
States. During this fiscal year, 3,315,619 persons were
preinspected and admitted to the United States.

Admissions

A total of 237,557,274 citizens and aliens were in-
spected and admitted into the United States during
fiscal year 1971. Of these, 220,364,917 or 93 percent
were citizen and alien border crossers.

Immigrants
The Act of October 3, 1965 (P.L. 89-236) estab-

lished three major categories of immigrants that can be
admitted to the United States each year. Essentially,
the categories are determined by whether the immi-
grant is a native of the Eastern or Western Hemisphere
or whether he is an immediate relative of a U.S.
citizen.

Natives of the Western Hemisphere. Since July 1,
1968, natives of independent countries of the Western
Hemisphere, except those classified as immediate rela-
tives of U.S. citizens, have been subject to a numerical
limitation of 120,000 visas annually. The visas are allo-
cated on a first-come, first-served basis in the order in
which applicants are found qualified for immigration.

The keen competition for immigrant visas evidenced
during the first 2 years that this annual numerical
limitation was in effect continued during fiscal year
1971. By July 1, 1969, 1 year ofter the numerical limi-
tation became effective, more aliens had applied for
immigrant visas than there were numbers available.
At that time, visas were being issued only to those who
had applied prior to October 8, 1968, a waiting period
of 9 months. By the end of the second year, the
waiting period had increased to 14 months. By July 1,
1971, the priority date had advanced only to April 1,
1970, an interval of approximately 15 months, and an
indication that the applications continue to exceed the

number of available visas. During 1971, 122,576 immi-
grants were admitted under the numerical limitation
of the Western Hemisphere, an increase of 7 percent
from 1970.

The Eastern Hemisphere. In addition to limiting
the number of immigrant visas to 120,000 for the
Western Hemisphere, the Act of October 3, 1965 also
set an annual limit of 170,000 immigrant visas for
aliens from elsewhere throughout the world, excluding
immediate relatives of U.S. citizens. Within the annual
limit of 170,000, no more than 20,000 visas are availa-
ble to any one country and no more than 200 visas to
any dependent area. The visas are assigned on a basis
of seven preference categories, four of which provide
for the reunion of families of U.S. citizens and resident
aliens; two for professional, skilled, or unskilled work-
ers needed in the United States; and one for refugees.
Any visas not used by these seven preferences are made
available to other immigrants who are qualified for
visas but not eligible for preferences.

In fiscal year 1971, 82,191 close relatives of citizens
and resident aliens were admitted under the first,
second, fourth, and fifth preferences. Admitted under
the third preference were 9,807 aliens who were mem-
bers of the professions or who possessed exceptional

ability in the sciences and arts and 8,014 spouses and
children of such aliens. Under the sixth preference,
9,011 aliens were admitted to fill skilled or unskilled
positions. The spouses and children of these aliens
numbered 7,731. In all cases of aliens admitted for
employment, the Department of Labor had certified
a shortage of workers existed. There were also 6,436
seventh preference refugees admitted during the year
and 34,717 aliens who obtained visas under the non-
preference category of the law.

Immediate Relatives. Historically, spouses and
children of U.S. citizens have been able to immigrate
to this country without numerical restriction. The Act
of October 3, 1965 retained this policy and added to
the immediate relative class the immigrant parents of
adult U.S. citizens. During fiscal year 1971, 80,845
immediate relatives immigrated to the United States.

The various classes under which immigrants were
admitted this year are shown in the accompanying
table.

Characteristics of Immigrants of 1971. Of the
370,478 immigrants admitted during fiscal year 1971,
20 percent were already in the United States and
adjusted their status to permanent residence. The
remaining 297,153 immigrants entered the country



during the fiscal year. There were 172,528 males and
197,950 females, or 872 males per 1,000 females. As
a rule, immigrants tend to be young. Of the males,
108,793 were under 30, 57,374 were 30 through 59
years old, and 6,360 were 60 or older. Females fell into
a similar age distribution, with 129,154 under 30,
59,551 between the ages of 30 and 59, and 9,245 were
60 or older.

Forty-one percent of the nnmlgrants admitted in
1971 reported an occupation at the time of entry. Of
these, 32 percent were in the professional, technical, or
kindred worker category. Continental differences were
considerable with 61 percent of the professionals com-
ing from Asia, 16 percent from Europe, 14 percent
from North America, 4 percent from Africa, 4 percent
from South America, and 1 percent from Oceania.
The 9,207 professionals from the Philippines accounted
for the largest number of professionals, followed by
India, China and Taiwan, the United Arab Republic,
the United Kingdom, Korea, and Canada.

The managerial, salesmen, and clerical workers, i.e.,
white collar workers, accounted for 6 percent of. the
total immigrant admissions. Blue collar workers, such
as craftsmen and laborers, other than farm laborers,
accounted for 19 percent of the immigrants.

The abolition of the national origins system of allo-
cating immigrant visa numbers has brought about a
notable change in the number of immigrants admitted
from different countries or areas. For example, in fiscal
year 1971, 103,461 natives of Asia were admitted to
the United States compared with 20,683 in fiscal year
1965. The number of Southern and Eastern European
immigrants in fiscal year 1971 was 70,444 compared
with 40,106 in fiscal year 1965. '

New York once again was the State in which most
immigrants wished to live with 25 percent of the 1971
immigrants indicating that this was the State to which
they were destined. Immigrants from Southern Europe
and the Caribbean were the groups most frequently
planning to live in New York. California was not far
behind with 19 percent of the immigrants choosing
this State for their residence. Those destined to Cali-
fornia were principally natives of Mexico and of Asia.

Nonimmigrants

Nonimmigrants are aliens coming to the United
States for a temporary period. This group includes
foreign government officials and their attendants, ser-
vants, and personal employees; visitors for business or
pleasure; aliens in transit; treaty traders and investors;
students; international representatives and their at-

tendants, servants, and personal employees; temporary
workers and trainees; foreign correspondents; ex-
change visitors; NATO officials; fiances(ees) of U.S.
intracompany transferees; and the spouses
and children of these individuals. Resident aliens re-
turning from short trips abroad are also considered
with the nonimmigrant class for statistical purposes.
During fiscal year 1971, a total of 4,403,761 non-
immigrants were admitted, excluding border crossers
and alien crewmen. This represents a slight decrease
from fiscal year 1970. ‘

Visitors for pleasure again accounted for the largest
percentage of nonimmigrants, some 71 percent of the

citizens;

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ADJUDICATIONS

Applications and petitions for benefits under the
immigration laws which relate to the rights of aliens to
enter, reenter, or remain in the United States and the
nature of the activities they may pursue while in the
country are adjudicated by personnel of the Travel
Control Branch. During the fiscal year, there were
1,339,111 applications and petitions received, a slight
increase over the 1,336,447 receipts in 1970.

Improvements in Adjudicative Procedures. Vari-
ous procedural steps designed to cope with adjudica-
tive workloads were initiated during fiscal year 1971.
Vigorous efforts were made to reduce the number of
applications required to be submitted. Regulations
were amended to provide that the spouses and children
of aliens whose status is changed to that of a treaty
trader, treaty investor, temporary worker, representa-
tive of a foreign information media, exchange visitor,
or intracompany employee may also have their status
changed to the same classification without a separate
fee or application. Benefits under the immigration
laws are being granted for the maximum permissible
periods. By way of illustration, applicants whose
authorized period of stay has expired but who in the
public interest or for humanitarian reasons should be
allowed to remain here pending. the availability of
immigrant visa numbers required for adjustment of
status may be given indefinite voluntary departure
dates until they become eligible to apply for permanent
resident status, instead of the former periods of 1
year or less. Regulations have been published making
the approval of relative visa petitions valid for the
duration of the relationship and status established in
the petitions, thus avoiding revalidation when immi-
grant visa numbers do become available for their use.

Similarly, the approvals of preference immigrant
visa petitions based on occupational qualifications
have been made valid for as long as the supporting
labor certifications are valid, providing the benefici-
aries remain otherwise eligible. In those cases in which
labor certifications have expired, the petition continues
to be valid if the labor certification is revalidated.
Consular officers have been authorized to revalidate,
without return to the Service, fiance(ee) nonimmi-
grant petitions filed by U.S. citizens.

To facilitate determinations of whether an alien’s
participation in an exchange visitor program rendered
him subject to the 2-year foreign residernce require-
ment, relevant information concerning the various
exchange visitor programs has been obtained from
the State Department for use by Service adjudicators.
This eliminated much correspondence with the respon-

sible officers in the Department of State and enables
Service officers to give appropriate advice, usually
without delay to interested parties.

In the cases of applicants for permanent resident
status, the regulations have been amended to provide
that favorable medical reports of civil medical doctors
may, where appropriate, be accepted without awaiting
the formerly required review by a designated U.S.
Public Health Service officer. In addition, procedures
have been placed in effect nationwide to accomplish
all preliminary processing prior to the required per-
sonal . interview so that Alien Registration Receipt
Cards, Forms I-151, evidencing the newly acquired
lawful permanent resident status, may be handed
qualified applicants immediately at the close of the
interview.

To combat employment of illegal aliens and of
aliens not authorized to work, instructions have been
issued to Service officers providing that aliens having
Service Form 1-94, Arrival-Departure Record, be
stamped “Employment Authorized” when the holders
may engage In unrestricted employment. This
procedure, with the immediate issuance of Alien
Registration Receipt Cards to all aliens who become
permanent residents, enables -prospective employers
to require alien job seekers to show evidence that they
are permitted under the immigration laws and policies
to work.

Public Law 91-225

Fiscal year 1971 was the first full year in which
Public Law 91-225, effective beginning April 7, 1970,
was in operation. Under this law, the temporary
admission of highly skilled aliens was facilitated,
foreign residence requirements for exchange visitors
were moderated, and two new nonimmigrant classes
were created for intracompany transferees and for
fiances(ees) of U.S. citizens. This year, applicants
petitioning under the provisions of the two new non-
immigrant classes on intracompany transferees and
fiances(ees) totaled 3,548 and 10,791, respectively.

Adjustment of Status

Aliens may acquire permanent residence by adjust-
ment of their status while in the United Staets as well
as by obtaining immigrant visas from American con-
sular officers abroad.

Cuban Adjustments. Public Law 89-732, which
became effective on November 2, 1966, authorized

Cuban refugees to adjust their status to permanent
residence. By July-1, 1971, a total of 155,831 Cuban



refugees had adjusted to permanent residents under
this law.

Section 245 Adjustments. Aliens who aré natives
of Eastern Hemisphere countries may apply for
adjustment of status to permanent residence under
Section 245 of the Immigration and Nationality Act.
Available visa numbers are required for aliens subject
to the annual numerical limitation of the Eastern
Hemisphere who wish to adjust under this section. In
the case of an immediate relative of a U.S. citizen, who
is exempt from the numerical limitation, a visa number
is not required, and the exemption is granted upon
approval of a petition filed by the U.S. citizen.

During fiscal year 1971, there were 59,028 applica-
tions for adjustment of status under Section 245, a
36-percent increase over the previous year. A total of
51,369 persons were granted adjustments of status to
permanent residence during the year. Many of the
cases pending at the end of the year have been fully
processed and are awaiting the availability of visa
numbers.

Creation of Record of Lawful Entry—Section 249.
Applications for the creation of records of lawful
entry under Section -249 of the Act decreased from
1,679 in fiscal year 1970 to 1,564 in 1971. Since a
record of lawful entry is created only for persons who
entered the United States prior to June 30, 1948,
further decreases in applications for this benefit are
expected.

Other Adjustments. During 1971, a total of 8,311
conditional entrants were adjusted to permanent
resident status after 2 years’ physical presence in the
United States. This represents an increase of 141
percent over 1970.

On November 2, 1970, 'the Service, pursuant to an
agreement with the Department of State, began pro-
cessing applicants for conditional entry who were
residing in Hong Kong and who fled from a Com-
munist or Communist-dominated country. This made
Hong Kong the eighth country or area, along with
Austria, Belgium, France, Germany, Greece, Italy, and
Lebanon, in which refugees are processed by the
Service.

Section 13 of the September 11, 1957 allows foreign
government officials and their families who are no
longer in status to be granted permanent residence.
During 1971, 13 persons were granted permanent
resident status under this provision of the law.

This year, 2,641 aliens who had been admitted tem-
porarily as fiances(ees) of U.S. citizens and had

subsequently married the citizen petitioner were
granted permanent residence.

Visa Petitions

Immigrant visas are issued within seven preference
categories or within the special classifications estab-
lished by the Act of October 3, 1965.

Immediate relative classification is granted to the
spouses and minor unmarried children of U.S. citizens
and to parents of adult U.S. citizens. Also included
within the immediate relative category are orphans
who were adopted or who are to be adopted by U.S.
citizens. During fiscal year 1971, 85,925 immediate
relative petitions were approved.

Of the seven preferences, four are reserved for close
relatives of U.S. citizens and resident aliens, including
the sons and daughters of U.S. citizens, the spouses
and unmarried sons and daughters of resident aliens,
and the brothers and sisters of U.S. citizens. Visa
petitions were approved in 63,831 of these first, second,
fourth, and fifth preference cases during the year.

The third and sixth preferences are based on
occupational qualifications. The third preference is
for members of the professions and persons of excep-
tional ability in the sciences or arts. Sixth preference
classification is accorded to skilled or unskilled alien
workers whose services are needed in occupations for
which workers in the United States are in short supply.
A labor certification stating that there are not enough
qualified workers at the place in the United States to
which the alien is destined and that the alien’s employ-

. ment will not adversely affect the wages or working

conditions of workers in the United States similarly
employed must have been issued by the Secretary of
Labor before a petition may be approved for third or



sixth preference. During 1971, a total of 28,539 third
preference petitions and 13,799 sixth preference peti-
tions were approved.

Petitions are also required to establish eligibility for
certain nonimmigrant classifications. In fiscal year
1971, the Service approved 24,057 petitions filed by
employers for temporary employment of aliens of
distinguished merit and ability, for workers in short
supply, and for trainees. Also approved during the
year were 10,059 petitions for the temporary admission
of fiances(ees) of U.S. citizens and 3,205 petitions for
the temporary admission of intracompany tranferees.

Other Applications

A total of 369,565 nonimmigrants were granted ex-
tensions of their temporary stay in the United States
during 1971. Border crossing cards were issued to
181,914 residents of Canada and Mexico who have
frequent need to enter the United States. Also during
the year, 28,746 nonimmigrant aliens changed from
one nonimmigrant classification to another while in
the United States.

Before schools may accept nonimmigrant students
they must first be authorized to do so by this Service.
Permission from the Service is also required from
students or exchange visitors to transfer to another
school or exchange program and for students to obtain
employment. During fiscal year 1971, 73,387 approvals
were made in the above categories.

Certificates of identity were .issued to 11,786 U.S.
citizens who have a recurring need to cross the land
borders. Duplicate Alien Registration Receipt Cards,
reentry permits, and extension of reentry permits
issued to lawful permanent residents numbered 170,-
559. In addition, 2,538 previously deported aliens
were granted permission to reapply for admission into
the United States, and advance permission to return
was given to 191 resident aliens who would have been
otherwise ineligible to reenter the United States fol-
lowing their absences abroad. Applications by exchange
visitors for waivers of the requirement of 2 years’ resi-
dence in their country of nationality or last residence
immediately prior to applying for immigrant status
were granted in 338 cases where departure would have
caused exceptional hardship or persecution to the alien
or to his family. In 197 other cases, waivers were
granted upon the request of interested Government
agencies.

Sections 212(h) and (i) of the Immigration and
Nationality Act give the Attorney General the author-
ity to waive certain grounds of inadmissibility for
prospective immigrants who are the spouses, parents,

or children of U.S. citizens or permanent residents.
During 1971, waivers were approved in 1,420 such
cases. There were also 7,849 temporary nonimmigrant
admissions authorized under the provisions of Section

212(d) (3) of the Act.

Service Operations Outside the
United States

Service officers stationed abroad adjudicate appli-
cations and petitions filed by U.S. citizens and per-
manent residents who are abroad. During 1971,
29,341 adjudications were completed by such Service
officers. These officers also work closely with U.S.
consuls in matters of mutual concern to the Service
and the consular offices.

Domestic Control

One of the primary functions of the Service is to
prevent illegal entry into the United States, to locate
aliens in the United States in illegal status, and to
initiate proceedihgs for the removal of such aliens.
These tasks are shared by the two coordinated en-
forcement arms of the Service—the Investigations and
Border Patrol Divisions.

DEPORTABLE ALIENS LOCATED

During this year, Service officers located 420,126
deportable aliens, an increase of 74,773 or 22 percent
over fiscal year 1970. The increase is attributed, in
the most part, to an increase of 70,801 in the number
of Mexican aliens located. A substantial 121-percent
increase was also reported in the number of British
West Indian and British Honduran aliens located
(4,937). Of the total number of deportable aliens
located, 348,178 or 83 percent were Mexican nation-
als. The following table reflects a comparison of the
violators by nationality groups for 1970 and 1971:

DEPORTABLE ALIENS FOUND IN THE UNITED STATES
‘ 1967—1971
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Status at Entry. Seventy-six percent (317,822) of
the total deportable aliens located in 1971 had en-
tered the country illegally at other than ports of
inspection, most of them (313,792) across the Mexi-
can border. The remaining 102,304 deportable aliens
had entered at designated ports of inspection but
subsequently violated the conditions of their admis-
sions. Included in the latter group were 2,429 immi-
grants, 63,931 visitors, 7,119 students, 12,286 crew-
men, 856 temporary agricultural laborers, and 15,683
others.

The length of time a deportable alien remains un-
detected is a vital element in the effectiveness of our
enforcement program. The quick detection and re-
moval of the illegal aliens precludes them from be-
coming entrenched and discourages their subsequent
illegal reentries.

Exclusive of the 7,548 crewmen who technically
violated their terms of admission because their ships
were unable to depart the United States within the
time specified, the elapsed time in locating the other

412,578 aliens in illegal status was as follows: 185,281
(45 percent) within 72 hours; 96,286 (23 percent)
within 4 to 30 days; 84,526 (21 percent) within 1 to
6 months; and 46,485 (11 percent) more than 6
months.

- Area Control. During the year, area control opera-
tions of the Investigations Division were largely con-
centrated in the industrial areas of the Nation with
strong emphasis on the location of deportable aliens
who were displacing or seeking to displace American
labor.

Following are examples of this phase of investiga-
tions activity, which has more than tripled in volume
over the past 5 years.

Early in February, Service investigators received
information that a Los Angeles manufacturer of gar-
ment samples was employing a number of deportable
aliens. The owner refused to allow the investigators
to enter the plant for the purpose of checking his
employees, so the building was placed under surveil-
lance. As a result, nine alien employees were appre-



hended. Upon questioning, these aliens identified a
number of others who had been permitted to remain
in the plant overnight in order to avoid apprehension.
The investigators secured warrants of arrest and, after
further confrontation, were admitted to the plant,
where they learned that some 25 aliens, acting upon
instructions of the owner, had broken a hole through
a brick wall and escaped via an abutting building.
On March 4, 1971, the plant owner was indicted for
harboring and concealing aliens not lawfully entitled
to reside within the United States. On July 14, 1971,
he was convicted on one count of conspiracy to con-
ceal aliens and four counts of harboring aliens. He is
now awaiting sentencing.

A 4-month investigations operational detail in the
Virgin Islands resulted in the location and removal
of nearly 8,000 aliens who were not authorized to
work there. This program, conducted with the coop-
eration of the Virgin Islands Government, has tem-
‘porarily overcome a problem of illegal entry and
employment in the Virgin Islands. It should serve
as a deterrent to future violations.

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Smuggling. All previous Border Patrol records re-
lating to alien smuggling were surpassed in 1971.

Border Patrol agents located 19,765 aliens who
had been induced or assisted to enter unlawfully or
who had been transported unlawfully after entry.
This represents a 5-percent increase over the num-
ber of smuggled aliens found in 1970 and is 41 times
greater than the number of such aliens located in
1961, 10 years ago. Alien smugglers and violators of
statutes relating to unlawful transportation of aliens
numbered 3,814, an increase of 16 percent over the
3,298 violators apprehended in 1970, and is 13 times
the number located a decade ago.

There were numerous commercial smuggling ven-
tures with fees of from $150 to $200 per alien being
charged for assistance in crossing the border and sub-
sequent transportation to -agricultural or industrial
areas. Many were long-haul cases, destined inland to
central and northern California, Colorado, Idaho,
Missouri, Illinois, and even Florida. The use of rented
vans, campers, and trailers was prevalent affording
some degree of security from detection to both the
smugglers and the smuggled aliens, since the use of
such conveyances for legitimate purposes has become
so popular. Larger loads can be accommodated in the
rented vehicles, and there is less risk of tracing its
use to the smuggler than with a privately-owned,
legally registered vehicle.

Officers in the Northeast Region reported smug-
glers had resorted to use of small boats, snowmobiles,
snowshoes, and automobile-transport freight cars to
move their clients; that they had ranged farther from
main traffic routes to use little known back roads in
remote areas of the border; and that more travel was
noted during periods of bad weather.

Winter movement was not without risks, however.
One Canadian smuggler tried to guide three Chinese
crewmen through a wild, wooded area near Mooers,
Neéw York, on December 7 under extremely adverse
conditions. The attempt was made at night during
snow squalls after an earlier storm had left heavy
snow accumulations. The party became lost and spent
two nights exposed to bitter cold. On the second
morning, Border Patrol officers apprehended two sur-
viving Chinese. The third Chinese and the smuggler
had died of exposure. The bodies were not discovered
until May 12. The smuggler’s clothing still contained
most of the $700 paid to him for the crossing. He had
butned part of it in trying to start a fire.

Three U.S. citizens were arrested by Service officers
for violation of 8 U.S.C. 1324 on July 16, 1970, as
they attempted to move 53 illegal Mexican aliens



northward. A semi-truck/trailer was being used. The
initial entry afoot by the aliens was detected by elec-
tronic gear allowing time for officers to assume a
proper defensive position which assured arrest. It was
reported that the aliens could not have survived more
than 2 hours sealed in the airtight refrigerator-type
trailer without fresh air supply.

Within the past fiscal year, the Chicago District
had 14 major commercial alien transporting and
smuggling cases which were successfully prosecuted.
The majority were transported in rented trailers, vans,
and campers. As many as 27 were in a single trailer.
One transporter had 13 aliens in a trailer. To reduce
suspicion, he had his pregnant wife and several chil-
dren with him in the towing vehicle. In another such
case, the transporter carried the aliens in plain sight
after furnishing them with counterfeit and fraudulent
Forms I-151 to be presented if questioned.

Nogales, Arizona, officers arrested a U.S. citizen
smuggling six aliens. Interrogation revealed he had

been contacted by a U.S. citizen arranger in a bar
in Nogales, Sonora, Mexico, and was to be paid after
delivery of the aliens in Phoenix by yet another
principal. With the concurrence of the U.S. attorneys
office, two Border Patrol agents were substituted for
two aliens in the load. Upon delivery in Phoenix,
after witnessing payment, these officers arrested that
principal. Sector officers then presented the available
evidence to the Mexican consul at Nogales, and the
arranger was immediately deported from Mexico and
taken into custody by this Service for his part in the
smuggling.

Deserting Crewmen and Stowaways. Coastal con-
trol operations directed toward the prevention of
illegal entry by deserting crewmen and stowaways
are carried out in a coordinated, Servicewide pro-
gram by investigators, Border Patrol agents, immi-
grant inspectors, and, in some instances, by Customs
officers. The prompt dissemination of pertinent infor-
mation by the Marine Intelligence Unit located in




New York provides Service officers throughout the
Nation with current data regarding violation trends,
schemes, and other factors of tactical importance to
the program. Coastal control activities are *further
enhanced by the close cooperation of shipping agents,
other law enforcement agencies, and waterfront con-
tacts. '
The effectiveness of these operations as a deterrent
to illegal entry by foreign crewmen is evidenced in
the comparatively small number of violations en-
countered. Of the more than 2 million alien crewmen

permitted to land temporarily in the United States .

during the report year, only one-half of 1 percent
(9,209) were reported as having willfully failed to
depart with their vessels.

Border Patrol agents of the Northeast Region con-
tinued an 1l-year perfect record of coastal control
operations on the St. Lawrence Seaway. Agents of
the Ogdensburg sector verified the departure of 562
crewmen who had been ordered detained on board
220 vessels and maintained surveillance on 103 vessels
of Iron Curtain countries as they passed through the
seaway. A number of desertion attempts were en-
countered, including two Greek crewmen who tried

to jump from the ship’s rail to the dock, both break-

ing their ankles in-the act. Despite such extreme
efforts to desert, there were no successful attempts
in this area during the fiscal year.

Air Operations. Twenty-one single engine aircraft
. wére committed to strategic locations along the Mexi-
can border during the fiscal year. These aircraft pro-
vide a tactical surveillance platform to ground officers
checking farm and ranch workers and provide invalu-
able assistance in patrolling the border. The impact
of this important tool to the Service’s enforcement
operations is illustrated by the fact that 7 percent
(27,800) of the 420,126 deportable aliens found in
1971 were located with the assistance of observation
aircraft.

During the year, a Del Rio observation pilot located
and assisted ground officers in the apprehension of
three escaped convicts who had commandeered a car
in Oklahoma and kidnapped its driver at knife point.
The driver escaped at a stop and the three convicts
abandoned the car near Carrizo Springs, Texas. They
stole horses to proceed across country. Located by

the airplane, the three were taken into custody with-

out resistance although one. had been convicted of
murder and two of burglary.

Tucson, Arizona, Border Patrol agents received
information from an air field contact that a small
private plane, heavily loaded and with the charac-
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teristic odor of Mexican-refined gasoline, had just
refueled and was about to depart a local airport. A
Border Patrol pilot, airborne some 30 miles north,
was contacted. With the assistance of Radar Approach
Control at Davis-Monthan Air Force Base, the Ser-
vice pilot intercepted the suspect airplane some 30
miles west of Tucson and maintained visual contact
while the Tucson office alerted the Customs Agency
Service and Border Patrol headquarters at Yuma,
Arizona, and El Centro, California. A Customs plane
relieved the Tucson aircraft several miles west of
Yuma, Arizona, and followed the suspect to'a landing
at Palm Springs, California, where the Customs agent
pilot with the assistance of sheriff’s officers appre-
hended the pilot for illegal importation of 797 pounds
of marijuana.

On another occasion, a Yuma, Arizona, Border
Patrol pilot observed unusual activity in an extremely
remote desert area of the sector. After radioing for
assistance, he landed and apprehended three persons
pulling a four-wheeled handcart loaded with several
hundred pounds of marijuana. The subjects had in-
tended to walk some 50 miles through the desert even
though temperatures were ranging in excess of 120
degrees. '

Cooperation with Other Law Enforcement Agen-
cies. Emphasis on liaison with Federal, State, local,
and foreign law enforcement agencies continues to
be mutually productive for all concerned.

Positive results from liaison activities are reflected
in the 36,214 violators of immigration and nationality
laws who were encountered by other law enforcement
agencies and referred to Border Patrol officers. Also;
incident to the performance of their regular duties,
Border Patrol officers encountered and released to
appropriate agencies 1,664 violators of other laws,
including 695 narcotic law violators. :

Most significant of the results of agency cooperation
during fiscal year 1971 has been the role played by
Border Patrol agents of this Service in combating the
flow of illegal drug traffic into the United States.

Border Patrol agents encountered an unprecedented
volume of marijuana, narcotics, and dangerous drugs
being smuggled by both U.S. citizens and aliens. The
seizure of 48,500 pounds of marijuana was a 28-per-
cent increase over last year’s all time record high.
Also, some 750,000 dangerous drug pills and 807
ounces of hard narcotics (heroin, cocaine, opium)
were seized.

Examples of some of the drug seizures made by this
Service are as follows:

The largest seizure of marijuana occurred north of



Nogales, Arizona, on September 9, 1970, when Border
Patrol agents discovered some 1,660 pounds of mari-
juana in a concealed compartment of a pickup truck.
The two U.S. citizens, the vehicle, and the contraband
were turned over to Customs agents.

Columbus, New Mexico, Border Patrol agents ob-
served two vehicles effect illegal entry from Mexico
through the border fence. One proved to contain 346
pounds of marijuana, and one of the occupants was
armed. Principals, vehicles, and contraband were de-
livered to Customs agents.

On May 14, 1971, Border Patrol agents were
alerted by an immigration inspector at Warroad,
Minnesota, that a young woman applying for admis-
sion had two trunks destined to another individual.
Patrol agents placed the suspect, a U.S. citizen, under
surveillance until she was picked up in a car by a
male U.S. citizen in the town of Warroad. The sus-
pects were questioned regarding the trunks which had
been left at the port of entry. The suspects admitted
that they had been hired to go to Winnipeg, Canada,
pick up the trunks which contained hashish, and take
them to California. Examination of the containers
disclosed 25 pounds of hashish hidden in the lining.
The smugglers were turned over to Customs agents
for prosecution.

In addition to the $5.4 million in narcotics, mari-
juana, and dangerous drug seizures, other contraband
and merchandise valued at $915,552 was also seized
or recovered.

Encounters With Armed Law Violators and
Aliens Apprehended With Prior Records of Crim-
inal and Immigration Law Violations. During the
year, there was a drastic increase in encounters with
armed and dangerous violators of the law: 90,402
aliens with prior violations of immigration laws were
taken into custody by the Border Patrol; of the aliens
taken into custody, 4,220 had prior criminal records;
55 persons arrested were in possession of revolvers or
pistols, nine with rifles and shotguns, and 12 with
daggers and switchblade knives.

One of the most dramatic incidents involving crimi-
nal aliens was the Service’s arrest in August 1970 of
seven members of a notorious Canadian criminal
gang. Border communities had been plagued earlier
in the summer by bank holdups staged by hit-and-run
bandits believed to be operating out of Canada. Banks
at Enosburg Falls and North Troy, Vermont, were
hit within 1 week in June and the bank at Fort Cov-
ington, Néw York, was robbed in July. On August
24, 1970, responding to information that three late
model cars had entered the United States into New
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York State, three Service officers of the Rouses Point
station intercepted the convoy and arrested the seven
Canadian male passengers. All had prior criminal
records, most dealing with armed robbery, and one
was listed in Canada as one of the 10 most wanted
criminals. Two had earlier been sentenced to 15 years
and 40 years for bank robbery in the United States.
One of these, not considered a regular member of
the gang, had allegedly been “imported” from
Toronto for a specific job. He had only recently been
released from prison after serving 13 years. Found
in one of the cars were an M-1 carbine with two
loaded clips and a rubber mask of the type frequently
used by holdup -men to conceal their identities. Al-
though no positive connection was established between
this gang and the earlier bank holdups, New York
State police held all seven on charges of conspiracy
to commit armed robbery.

On October 28, 1970, Supervisory Border Patrol
Agent Arno A. Henderson and Border Patrol Agent
Willard K. Tuffley of the Warroad Station received a
lookout relating to two subjects wanted for robbery,
auto theft, rape, and kidnapping. The two officers
sighted and pursued the stolen vehicle and were fired
upon by the suspects. The gunfire was returned. One
suspect was killed and the other wounded and cap-
tured. The State court subsequently convicted the
captured fugitive on charges of rape, robbery, and
kidnapping.

CARIBBEAN INVESTIGATIONS
COORDINATION PROGRAM

The Caribbean Investigations Coordination Pro-
gram continues its effective role in combating the
entry into the United States of Latin American aliens
of the subversive, immoral, and narcotic classes. The
principal tool of this program is an extensive index



of information furnished by other agencies and infor-
mation developed or received by Service offices con-
cerning the aforementioned classes of aliens.

The index contains some 210,000 references with
2,200 new reference cards being added during fiscal
year 1971. As a result of information found in the
index, 213 aliens were deferred for further inspection
and/or investigation during fiscal year 1971. The
88,285 requests for index checks resulted in the loca-
tion of relating records in 11,223 cases.

Since the start of the Cuban Airlift on December
1, 1965, a total of 1,322 potential Cuban refugees
were refused clearance for travel to the United States
from Cuba, including 254 during fiscal year 1971.
During fiscal year 1971, 727 illegal Cuban entrants
were located throughout the United States as com-
pared to 850 in 1970. The number of Cubans entering
surreptitiously from Mexico continues to decline as
a result of intensive patrolling of the border and more
comprehensive ‘investigations and interrogations of
the aliens involved.

FOREIGN-BORN LAW VIOLATORS

Internal Security and the Foreign Born. The Ser-
vice’s antisubversive programs are designed to detect,
identify, and investigate foreign-born subversives
~whose activities are not in the best interests and
security of the United States. The programs have
been vigorously pursued throughout the country, and
the evidence developed has been used successfully in
the exclusion of numerous such undesirables. Under
the Canadian border program, 53 Service lookouts
were posted and 15 aliens applying for admission
were rejected at border points in 1971. Similarly,
under the Mexican border program, lookouts were
placed on 40 aliens of this class and resulted in the
rejection of 17 aliens at the border, as well as the
issuance of eight permanent exclusion orders.

Investigative efforts culminated in the institution
of deportation proceedings against a number of aliens
of the subversive classes during the year. The follow-
ing examples are typical:

Beda Pietanza, a native and citizen of Italy, was
admitted as a visitor for pleasure at Detroit, Michigan.
Evidence was compiled establishing Pietanza’s mem-
bership in the Communist Party of Italy since 1962.
When questioned, he stated without equivocation that
“he would not hesitate to kill a Federal officer and
that he considers President Nixon to be crazy”. He
further admitted that while residing in Canada since
1967 he had made contact with a radical revolution-
ary group there dedicated to bringing about change

through violence. Deportation proceedings were ini-
tiated, and his deportation to Italy was effected on
December 10, 1970.

Chiu Fung Lun, a native and citizen of China, was
admitted to the United States as a crewman. He
failed to depart with his vessel and investigation was
initiated to ascertain his whereabouts. The investiga-
tion developed that Lun was an active -member of
a subversive organization in Hong Kong and poten-
tially dangerous to the United States. He was located
and subsequently deported on January 28, 1971.

Foreign Born of the Criminal Classes. In the field
of anticrime and antiracketeering, 12,618 investiga-
tions involving aliens of the criminal, immoral, and
narcotic classes were completed during the year. As
a result of these investigations, applications for orders
to show cause in deportation proceedings were made
in 1,029 cases, and 527 aliens of these classes were
deported.

Further investigative efforts also led to the posting
of 2,307 Service lookout notices on aliens residing in
Canada and Mexico who fall within the exclusion
provisions of the law because of their criminal, im-
moral, or narcotic activities. As a result of the look-
outs, 727 aliens of criminal, immoral, and narcotic
classes were rejected or excluded from this country
during the year. :

The Service has representatives on all the Depart-
ment of Justice Strike Forces operating in major
cities throughout the United States. Through this
means and through direct liaison, the Service ex-
changes information with other law enforcement or-
ganizations at Federal, State, and local levels in the
enforcement of the immigration laws.

Additionally, since the creation of the Organized
Crime and Racketeering Section (OCRS) within the
Department of Justice, the Investigations Division of
this Service has furnished that section over 4,000
reports of completed investigations concerning the
immigration and citizenship status of persons in whom
the OCRS has shown an interest. During the year,
215 such reports were furnished, representing slightly
more than 2,500 manhours of investigator time over
and above the man-hours worked by the criminal
investigators assigned to the various units of the Attor-
ney General’s Strike Force.

Frauds. Possible immigration frauds were involved
in some 12,770 investigations completed during the
year, an increase of 7 percent over the previous year.
Major emphasis continued to be placed on. investiga-
tions of aliens and other persons engaged in criminal
conspiracies to circumvent the immigration laws. Our



investigations disclose a continuing pattern involving
use of altered or fraudulent passports, non immigrant
visas, and immigration documents, as well as “sham”
marriages to U.S. citizens or permanent resident aliens
to evade labor certification and/or numerical limita-
tion requirements or to obtain benefits the aliens were
not entitled to under the law. Additionally, frauds in
applications or required documentation were fre-
quently encountered. The following are examples of
these complex investigations:

Morris David Rubin, the U.S. citizen operator of
a Chicago employment agency, was indicted on 18
counts charging him with the making of false state-
ments in applications for labor certifications and
knowingly encouraging the illegal entry of aliens. On
June 28, 1971, after pleading guilty to one count of
the indictment, he was sentenced to 1 year suspended
and ordered to get out of the employment agency
business.

Robert S. Sarantos, a New York attorney, was in-
dicted on 14 counts of arranging “‘sham” marriages
for aliens to avoid the former quota restrictions of
the law. After a 14-day trial in the U.S. District
Court, Southern District of New York, Sarantos was
found guilty on 12 counts of the indictment. On June
28, 1971, he was sentenced to serve 9 months in jail
and was placed on 2 years’ supervised probation.

An important adjunct to Service operation to com-
bat false claims to U.S. citizenship is the Fraudulent
Document Center at Yuma, Arizona. This facility,
established in 1958, now contains almost 30,000 cross
index references to documents presented by Mexican
aliens in support of such false claims, Since 1962,
each successive year has recorded an increase in the
workload at the center with the volume now running
more than four times that of a decade ago. The 4,298
new cases received and processed represent a 10-per-
cent increase over last year and inquiries for record
checks rose 15 percent to 5,399. The facility was able
to relate the subjects of the inquiries to information
on file and provide affirmative or positive responses
to more than one of every five inquiries.

A case reported by the Hammond office illustrates
an attempt to derive secondary benefits from a false
claim to U.S. citizenship. An individual appeared at
the office for the purpose of filing a petition in behalf
of his wife in Mexico. After the interview, the exami-
ner telephonically obtained a positive record check
from the Fraudulent Document Center, which estab-
lished the petitioner was born in Mexico. His parents
had him baptized in Texas and falsely registered his
birth at Mercedes, Texas.

Border Patrol agents encountered 3,423 false claims
to U.S. citizenship, an 8-percent increase over the
cases reported in the preceding year. The false claims
involved 3,403 Mexican aliens and 20 aliens of other
nationalities. Sixty-four percent of the aliens used
documents to support their citizenship frauds. Also re-
ported were 2,428 cases, slightly less than last year’s
record high, in which alien registration cards, Mexi-
can, border crossing cards, and other documents were
used by aliens to support fraudulent claims to legal
status in the United States. The Detroit sector re-
ported the case of a 24-year-old Mexican alien who
had successfully posed as a U.S. citizen for 4 years
by presenting a birth certificate, Social Security Card,
and Selective Service Registration. After admitting
alienage, the subject revealed he had stolen the birth
certificate from the true owner and, utilizing that
identity, had subsequently registered for Sélective Ser-
vice and obtained a Social Security Card.

CRIMINAL PROSECUTION

During the past year, U.S. attorneys authorized
prosecution of 9,858 persons involved in 10,204 viola-
tions of immigration and nationality laws. Ninety-
three percent (9,157) of these persons were convicted
of a total of 9,310 violations. Actual, suspended,
and probationary sentences totaling 5,364 years and'
$461,231 in fines were imposed.

The Service prosecution effort was significantly en-
hanced over the year as a result of a2 number of addi-
tional appointments under the Federal Magistrates
Act of October 17, 1968 (82 Stat. 1007 et. seq.). In
consequence of the magistrates’ expanded trial juris-
diction over minor criminal offenses, it is now possible
to try many first offenders and minor violators in
magistrate court for misdemeanors, as opposed to
felonies. In the past, the U.S. attorney declined prose-
cution in many similar situations due to overcrowded
court calendars.

Detention and
Deportation

A total of 17,639 aliens were deported under orders
of deportation in fiscal year 1971, an increase of 746
from the previous year. ‘

Ninety-four percent (16,602) of. the deportations
resulted from charges of entry without inspection or
without proper documents and from failure to main-
tain nonimmigrant status. A total of 476 aliens was



deported on grounds that they had been previously
deported. The three major countries to which aliens
were deported during fiscal year 1971 were Mexico,
12,163; Canada, 935; and Greece, 770. Also among
the aliens deported were 527 convicted of criminal,
immoral, or narcotic charges. Following are examples
of aliens falling in this latter category:

Hans George Aust, a native and citizen of Ger-
many, entered the United States as a visitor on April
10, 1969. He placed an advertisement in a magazine
urging readers to enter a contest and see if their

number had won one of 2,000 “exciting vacation _

prizes”. Many thousands entered the contest and
returned their lottery numbers. Aust then sent out
57,000 “winner” certificates with notices that a $25
deposit was required to secure the prize. Ten thousand
people responded with the $25 fee before postal au-
thorities placed a hold on their mail. Aust was con-
victed of mail fraud and sentenced to serve 2 years
in a Federal penitentiary. At the completion of his
sentence he was deported to Germany.

Thierry and Yuline DeBarge, husband and wife,
are natives and citizens of France. After having made
several entries into the United States as nonimmi-
grants between 1962 and 1969, they were deported
to France for violation of our narcotics laws. On
January 29, 1970, they surreptitiously reentered the
United States. They were almost immediately arrested
by the Cheltenham, Pennsylvania, police and charged
with a violation of the Drug, Device, and Cosmetic
Act (possession of marijuana). Following conviction
on these narcotic charges and for illegal reentry after
deportation, the DeBarges were fined and given
suspended sentences. They were again deported to
France on September 12, 1970.-

On August 3, 1970, Frank Michael Silvestro, a
native and citizen of Canada, was deported to Can-
ada. Silvestro is reportedly involved in bookmaking,
gambling, narcotics, and counterfeiting in Canada. In
1969, he was convicted and sentenced to prison for
the crime of extortion in that country. He entered the
United States on July 29, 1970, to attend a party at
which there were over 350 persons among whem some
reputed to be top organized crime figures. The party
was held to raise money for the criminal defense
fund of a person under indictment for jewel theft and
jury tampering. Officers of the Service apprehended
Silvestro as he left the party, and he was jailed in
lieu of $10,000 bond, which was subsequently posted.
At his deportation hearing on August 3, 1970, he was
charged as an alien who was excludable at entry by
virtue of his extortion conviction, which he concealed
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from officers when he crossed the border. He was
found deportable on that charge and deported the
same day. '

The number of aliens required to depart. without
the issuance of formal order of deportation during
fiscal year 1971 was 370,074, 22 percent more than
in the previous year. Of this total, there were 8,813
crewmen and 305,625 direct required departures un-
der safeguards—chiefly Mexicans who entered with-
out inspection.

The remaining departed after the issuance of docu-
ments requiring their departure. The latter group
was chiefly comprised of aliens who failed to maintain
or comply with the conditions of their nonimmigrant
status (42,177) and aliens who entered without in-
spection or by false statements (13,049). Most of these
aliens were nationals of Mexico (21,779), Canada
(3,213), the Dominican Republic (2,536), Colombia
(2,014), and Jamaica (1,838).

Twenty-one mentally incompetent aliens were de-
ported and 10 mentally incompetent aliens were re-
moved from the United States under Section 250 of
the Immigration and Nationality Act. Up to the time
of their deportation or removal, $142,511 had been
expended for their care. Were they to remain institu-
tionalized at public expense, it is estimated that the
Government would have spent $7.5 million for care
and treatment during their expected lifetimes.

At their own request 84 aliens who had fallen into
distress were removed from the United States under
Section 250 of the Immigration and Nationality Act.

There were 111,627 aliens admitted to Service
detention facilities and 145,562 to non-Service facili-
ties.

Hearings and Litigation

EXCLUSION AND DEPORTATION
HEARINGS

The 31,177 deportation cases referred to special
inquiry officers during this fiscal year represent an
increase of 1,962 cases from fiscal year 1970. Referrals
in this category have shown a 62-percent increase in
the past 5 years. Exclusion hearings referred to special
inquiry officers totaled 1,496 cases, an increase of 173
over the previous year.

LITIGATION

During fiscal year 1971, trial attorneys reviewed
13,712 applications for orders to show cause in depor-
tation proceedings. They participated in 10,694 de-



portation hearings and 1,057 exclusion hearings. Trial
attorneys prepared 2,978 legal briefs and memoranda.

The Board of Immigration Appeals has jurisdiction
of appeals in exclusion, expulsion, rescission of adjust-
ment of status, and visa petition cases. During the
year, the Board received 1,835 cases, all of which were
reviewed by the appellate trial attorneys to determine
whether argument by the Service before the Board
was necessary to avoid conflict with Service policy or
interpretation of the law. After the decisions were
made by the Board, they were referred to the General
Counsel for consideration as to whether a motion to
reopen or for reconsideration should be submitted to
the Board or whether recommendation should be
made to the Commissioner that the case be certified
to the Attorney General. The appellate trial attorneys
argued 271 cases before the Board and submitted to
the Board 24 briefs and 15 motions to reopen or
reconsider.

Court litigation challenging administrative decisions
in immigration and nationality matters decreased con-
siderably during fiscal year 1971. A total of 348 ac-
tions were filed, a 44-percent decrease from the 623
filed in 1970. There were 27 petitions for writ of
habeas corpus and 75 declaratory judgment actions
filed in U.S. district courts. Additionally, there were
two appeals from naturalization decisions and five
suits were instituted by the Government in the district
courts for revocation of naturalization. The district
courts decided 22 habeas corpus cases favorably to the
Government and two unfavorably with 13 such cases
withdrawn or otherwise closed. In the declaratory
judgment actions, the Government received 44 favor-
able decisions and eight unfavorable decisions. In the
U.S. courts of appeals, 239 direct petitions for review
of deportation cases were filed under Section 106 of

and one alien parent but also could constitutionally
impose a condition subsequent under which citizen-
ship would be lost automatically upon the person’s
failure to establish residence in the United States for
a prescribed period when he reached maturity. In
Rosenberg v. Yee Chien Woo (402 U.S. 49 (1971))
the Supreme Court ruled that in order to be eligible
as a refugee under Section 203(a) (7) of the Act (8
US.C. 1153 (a)(7)) the alien must not be firmly
resettled in another country after his flight from his

‘homeland. In Astrup v. INS (402 U.S. 509 (1971))

the Supreme Court held that the lower court had
erred in concluding that a resident alien who applied
for and received exemption from military service be-
cause of his alienage, remains ineligible to become a
citizen of the United States, even if he is later reclassi-
fied as available for military service, but is found
physically unfit and is not actually inducted or re-
quired to perform military service.

The Supreme Court also denied certiorari in a
number of cases affecting the Service. For example:

The denial of certiorari in Pilapil v. INS (424 F.2d
6 (1970), cert. den. 400 U.S. 908 (1970)) left undis-
turbed the ruling of the Court of Appeals for the
Tenth Circuit which held that a nonimmigrant stu-

. dent who accepts employment, without permission of

the Immigration and Nationality Act, as amended.

Of the petitions for review decided by the courts of
appeals during fiscal year 1971, 348 were favorable
to the Government and five were adverse. The Su-
preme Court denied 12 petitions for certiorari in im-
migration and nationality cases, thus leaving undis-
turbed decisions of U.S. courts of appeals which were
favorable to the Government.

Opinions were rendered by the Supreme Court in
three Immigration and Naturalization Service cases.
In Rogers v. Bellei (401 U.S. 815 (1971)) the Su-
preme Court upheld the constitutionality of Section
301 (b) of the Immigration and Nationality Act (8
U.S.C. 1401 (b)) declaring that Congress not only
had the power to legislate regarding the acquisition
of citizenship by children born abroad to one citizen
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the Immigration and Naturalization Service, violates
his status and is deportable. The denial of certiorari
in Faustino v. INS (432 F.2d 429 (1970), cert. den.
401 U.S. 921 (1971)) left undisturbed the decision
of the Court of Appeals for the Second Circuit which
held that Section 201 (b) of the Immigration and
Nationality Act (8 U.S.C. 1151(b)) was not uncon-
stitutional despite the fact that it limited the exemp-
tion from the numerical limitation of Section 201 (a)
to parents of children at least 21 years of age, thus
excluding parents of children under age 21. ‘

The denial of certiorari in Rodriquez-Romero v.
INS (434 F.2d 1022 (1970), cert. den. 401 U.S. 976
(1971)) left undisturbed the decision of the Court of
Appeals for the Ninth Circuit which held that depor-
tation of a long-time alien resident, who was ordered
deported after conviction for trafficking in marijuana,
is not inconsistent with the eighth amendment pro-
scription against cruel and unusual punishment or the
fifth amendment due process guarantee.

The denial of certiorari in Gooch v. Mitchell (433
F.2d 74 (1970), cert. den. 402 U.S. 995 (1971)) left
undisturbed the decision of the Court of Appeals for
the Ninth Circuit which endorsed the validity of the
long-standing policy and interpretation of the Service
authorizing the admission of alien commuters. The



court held that alien commuters are returning from
a temporary visit abroad and hence are exempt from
the labor certification provision set forth in Section
212(a) (14) of the Immigration and Nationality Act,
8 US.C. 1182(a)(14). :

Alien Address RepOrts

In accordance with the requirements of the Immi-
gration and Nationality Act (66 Stat. 163), 4,227,219
aliens filed address report cards with the Service in
January 1971. Eighty-seven percent registered as per-
manent residents with:the remaining 547,717 claiming
temporary status in the United States. The three
States with the largest number .of aliens reporting
were: California (996,107 or 23.6 percent); New
York (723,075 or 17.1 percent); and ‘Florida (314,-
596 or 7.4 percent).

The largest number of aliens reporting were of

i

Mexican nationality (754,640), followed by Cuba
(432,312), Canada (389,922), and the United King-
dom (324,010). Less than 300,000 aliens reported in
each of the rémaining nationality groups. Eighty-one
percent of the 735,018 permanent resident Mexicans
resided in the two border States of . California and
Texas. Of the 295,272 Cuban permanent residents,
46.8 percent were in Florida. ’ :

Citizenship

Administrative responsibility in the field of citizen-
ship requires effective. measures for publicizing the
requirements for naturalization and other available
nationality benefits and for explaining related proce-
dural aspects. Such measures afford every qualified
alien who wishes to obtain full membership in the
American community by becoming a naturalized citi-
Zen a maximum opportunity to attain that goal within -
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a short time after becoming eligible for naturaliza-
tion.

During the past fiscal year, a Service brochure pre-
pared in both the English and Spanish languages,
Service films, and other printed material explaining
the naturalization prerequisites and the procedures
and procedural aspects of citizenship and nationality
matters were readily available upon request at Service
offices, naturalization courthouses, and other public
facilities. Supplementing the comprehensive informa-
tion furnished in this manner were the carefully
drawn instructions set forth in the applications used
to initiate the above proceedings, as well as the per-
sonal guidance offered Service personnel, clerks of
the naturalization courts, and other persons connected
with voluntary agencies interested in encouraging
aliens to become citizens.

As a further effective means of disseminating infor-
mation concerning naturalization eligibility, the Ser-
vice continued its regular practice of directly notifying
newly naturalized persons of their right to petition for
the naturalization of their alien, foreign-born children.
Prior to the time this procedure was begun, a great
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majority of these naturalized parents, usually through
ignorance of this naturalization right, either failed to
apply in behalf of their children or delayed their ap-
plications until the children were too old to qualify
under the statute.

Persons naturalized. Naturalization jurisdiction
during the fiscal year was exercised by 569 Federal
and State courts of record located in the continental
United States, Alaska, Hawaii, Guam, and the Virgin
Islands. At the more than 2,000 final hearings con-
ducted in these courts, 108,407 aliens were awarded
U.S. citizenship. Although this is slightly less than

" the number of persons naturalized in fiscal year 1970,

it exceeds by thousands the annual total for each of
the 5 years immediately preceding 1970 and is greater
than the figure for fiscal year 1969 by almost 10,000.

Reflecting the numerical predominance of a rela-
tively few nationality groups among aliens residing
permanently in the United States, as well as the
greater propensity of refugees and certain nationali-
ties to seek early citizenship, a majority of the new
citizens during 1971 were formerly nationals of a
relatively few foreign states: Cuba (19,754); Ger-



many (8,455); Italy (7,637); the United Kingdom
(6,983) ; and Mexico (6,361). The remaining, 59,217
were citizens or subjects of 138 other nations located
on almost all parts of the globe.

Following the usual pattern of past years, the great-
est number of naturalizations (79,491) occurred un-
der the general provisions of the statute requiring 5
years’ continuous permanent residence in the United
States. Admissions to citizenship based upon marriage
to a U.S. citizen totaled 14,162, while those predicated
upon honorable service in the Armed Forces of the
United States numbered 9,549. Almost all of the
remaining naturalizations (5,205) involved grants of
citizenship to the natural or adopted children of U.S.
citizens. In disposing of this caseload, the Service con-
tinued to give precedence and special handling to the
cases of servicemen, their dependents, and aliens about
to be assigned abroad as dependents of employees of
the Government.

The newly naturalized persons came from all walks
of life, possessed varied educational backgrounds and
occupations, were of all ages, and generally presented
a cross section of the components found in any demo-
cratic society. Comprising the group were professionals
(13,121), skilled technicians and craftsmen (18,643),
managerial and foremen personnel (5,554), merchants
and clerical (10,714), sales and service workers (14,-
688), private household workers (758), laborers
(3,555), housewives (41,374), and others not in the
labor force. As has been the case during recent years,
a relatively few of the naturalized persons (404) were
engaged in agricultural pursuits, and more women
than men were granted citizenship.

Among the new citizens were religious conscientious
objectors who, as authorized by statute, were ad-
mitted to citizenship upon taking a modified natural-
ization oath of allegiance which omitted the normal
commitment to bear arms on behalf of the United
States or the obligation to perform noncombatant
service in the Armed Forces.

A somewhat unusual event occurred on January
13, 1971, when three generations of a single family,
a grandmother, mother, and daughter were all ad-
mitted to U.S. citizenship at the same naturalization
sitting of a Federal court in Wisconsin.

Denials of Naturalization. During the fiscal year,
7,626 applicants, satisfied by the explanations of natu-
ralization officers that they lacked one or more of the
qualifications for citizenship and aware that the Ser-
vice would be compelled to recommend denial of
their petitions, saw fit to postpone the filing thereof
until a later date. An additional 2,028 petitions were

actually presented to and denied by the courts of
which 1,835 involved withdrawal applications or lack
of prosecution. Adverse decisions on the merits totaled
193 and, as usual, the greatest number related to
aliens who were unable to qualify educationally. Many
of the petitioners in this category will undoubtedly
renew their applications after a period of further
study. Similarly, with the passage of time, some aliens
who failed to measure up to the good moral character

standards and were refused citizenship on that basis
will have become rehabilitated and can then be natu-
ralized under the statute.

NATURALIZATION ACTIVITIES

Citizenship Education and Responsibility. Fed-
eral legislation has long recognized that to effectively
assume the obligations of citizenship the naturalized
citizen should have a speaking, reading, and writing
knowledge of the English language, as well as a
knowledge and understanding of the fundamentals
of the history and of the principles and form of Gov-
ernment of the United States. Thus, with few excep-
tions, every naturalization applicant is statutorily re-
quired to possess the aforementioned knowledge.

In order to assure prospective citizens the earliest
possible opportunity to prepare themselves education-
ally for naturalization, the names and addresses of
191,580 newly arrived immigrants were furnished
during the year to the public school authorities who
then invited the newcomers to attend -citizenship
classes for appropriate instruction and training.

A total of 110,849 candidates for naturalization
attended the 5,076 public school citizenship classes
which were in operation throughout the fiscal year.
Naturalization officers representing the Service co-
operated wholeheartedly with the school authorities
in the establishment and maintenance of these study
groups, and by their visits did much to encourage the
students in their efforts to become citizens. The na-
tional emphasis upon the Americanization of the
resident alien is clearly evidenced by the fact that
public school classes offering instruction in citizenship
education and training are available in 48 of our 50
States. The greatest enrollment in these classes oc-
curred in California (37,563), New York (26,667),
Illinois (9,221), and Massachusetts (8,000).

Another important part of Service activity in the
field of citizenship education was the publication and
distribution of the Federal textbooks on citizenship.
A total of 132,811 textbooks was furnished free of
cost for use by naturalization candidates attending
public school citizenship classes. _

In addition, the Service made available free of cost
some copies of home study textbooks which have been
specially prepared and adapted for use by those aliens
enrolled in the Service-approved correspondence
courses administered by universities or the educational
authorities in the various States. Civic, patriotic, and
other recognized organizations devoted to the educa-
tion and assimilation of the foreign born also made
extensive use of the Service portfolio of instructional
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films dealing with the Nation’s history and Govern-
ment and citizenship responsibility.

DERIVATIVE CITIZENSHIP

Under certain statutory conditions, children born
in foreign countries may acquire American citizenship
at birth through their U.S. citizen parents. Where
nationality status is not acquired at birth in this man-
ner and one or both parents are aliens, the foreign-
born child may become a U.S. citizen through the
subsequent naturalization of the parent or parents.
The derivative certificate of citizenship, which is
issued administratively upon adequate proof that
nationality status was acquired or derived in the man-
ner alleged, has value for the citizens in these different
categories because it is a convenient and conclusive
means of proving citizenship status.

The number of such documents issued during the
fiscal year was substantial, and there are good reasons
for this continued high level of demand. This Nation’s
extensive engagements in foreign lands, both in mili-
tary and other areas of activity, have required many
U.S. citizens with their families to be stationed abroad
creating a large potential for citizenship acquired at
birth in foreign lands. Moreover, the military estab-
lishments have made it a definite policy to encourage
servicemen to obtain the documents for their foreign-
born children promptly upon their return to the
United States.

Implemented during the fiscal year was a new pro-
cedure for handling certain types of derivative citizen-
ship cases. Every year, an appreciable number of chil-
dren derive citizenship when the naturalization of
their parents is completed at the final court proceed-
ing. Hitherto, such parents were given the certificate
applications with appropriate information, at the time
they appeared in court and then had to return for
interviews at a later date after the submission and
processing of the applications. Under the new proce-
dure, the naturalization application was used to apply
for both the naturalization and the derivative cer-
tificate, and the testimony of the parents in the
naturalization proceedings, very slightly enlarged,
served as the interview required in the certificate
case. As a result, the derivative certificates were issued
immediately after the parents were naturalized in
court, and the further appearance of the parents in
the derivative case became unnecessary, saving them
money, time, and inconvenience.

Statistical records show that 28,882 certificates of
citizenship were issued in the fiscal year. Of that total,
15,453 were made available to children who had



become citizens at birth abroad, while 13,429 were
granted documents as a result of their having derived
citizenship through the naturalization of their parents.
Despite the fact that it has not been possible to derive
citizenship through marriage for nearly half a cen-
tury, 37 certificates were issued to women who were
able to prove that they became citizens in such man-
ner. Believed to be the greatest number of certificates
ever issued to members of a single family were the
documents issued in one proceeding to 10 children,
all of whom acquired citizenship at birth in Mexico
through their native-born U.S. citizen father.

The Service continued its program of issuing cer-
tificates of citizenship to military dependents in pro-
ceedings conducted at army or air force bases in the
United States, thereby affording servicemen an oppor-
tunity to obtain the documents at minimum expense
and under the most convenient circumstances. Also
implemented was the Panama Canal Zone program.
During a detail in January 1971, Service officers
issued 300 certificates of citizenship to residents of
the Zone. At such time, in a special ceremony, the
Governor of the Panama Canal Zone presented the
symbolic Master Key to the Panama Canal and an
award confirming honorary’ Canal Zone citizenship
to three Service officers in appreciation of their con-
tributions to the program.

OTHER CITIZENSHIP ACTIVITIES

Applications for other important nationality docu-
ments are also processed and adjudicated by the Ser-
vice. Certificates of naturalization and citizenship and
declarations of intention- that have been lost, muti-
lated, or destroyed can be replaced. When names
have been legally changed, replacement documents
can be issued in the new name. Special certificates of
naturalization to be used by naturalized citizens in

obtaining recognition as such by foreign states may
also be issued. Certifications from nationality docu-
ments for use in compliance with Federal and State
statutes and in judicial proceedings or where they are
to be used for some other legitimate purpose may be
made. There were 11,271 such applications completed
throughout 1971. :

Administrative Services

The Administrative Division of the Service sup-
ports the operations programs. It keeps the records,
compiles and analyzes statistical data, staffs the posi-
tions, is responsible for building and equipment pro-
grams, has responsibility for employee development
and training and management improvement, and
furnishes financial support.

Personnel. During the year, several wide ranged
and innovative programs were promoted by the Per-
sonnel Branch. Employee development and training
activities were expanded to meet a variety of new
training requirements throughout the Service. Two
new programs, ‘“‘Administrative Specialist Training
Program” and “Criminal Investigator Training Pro-
gram,” were developed and training was begun. A
unique feature of these programs is the emphasis on
the participant’s: own assessment of his career needs
and his involvement in formulating his training plan
within the scope of a master training plan. The ad-
ministrative specialist program trains the participant
in the knowledge and skills required in the work of
records, statistics, personnel, budget, procurement and
property management, and general administration in
a large office.

Once again the Service’s Extension Training Pro-
gram, which provides for home study training, proved
to be popular. The 1,293 applications requesting en-
rollment in various lessons of the 12-course series was
a 29-percent increase over 1970. In all, 452 courses,
including 3,726 lessons, were completed by enrollees.
A total of 150 employees of other Government
agencies were included in the enrollment.

Training was given 782 persons at the Service’s
Officer Development Center at Port Isabel, Texas,
during the year. Included in this number were 396
Border Patrol trainees who completed the 14-week
trainee course at the Border Patrol Academy and
386 persons who attended advanced officers college
courses at the Center.

Several other development and training courses
were given throughout the year to Service employees



in both on and off the job programs. The Service
also continued its cooperation with other agencies
and foreign governments during the year when the
staff of the Border Patrol Academy assisted Federal
Aviation Administration officials in conducting two
training courses for FAA sky marshals and conducted
two courses on Border Patrol operations for 14 for-
eign police officials who were graduates of the Inter-
national Police Academy.

Incentive Awards. During fiscal year 1971, an in-
creased number of employees received awards. Qual-
ity increases were granted to 314 employees and an
additional 512 employees were recognized for superior
performance or special acts with lump sum monetary
awards. Of the 328 employee suggestions received
throughout the year, 89 were adopted for use.

Finance. The finance Branch examined and paid
67,000 vouchers covering many types of contractual
obligations, taxes withheld, imprest fund replenish-
ments, refunds, and claims during the fiscal year.
An 1l-percent increase over 1970 was observed in
the 87,873 payroll change slips issued. This was at-
tributed to the several mass pay changes during the
year. A total of 52,217 bills were issued during fiscal
year 1971. Remittances received during the year
numbered 797,000 and the total collection of fees,
fines, etc., amounted to $14,480,500. Considerable
time and study was spent preparing for the conver-
sion of the Service’s payroll system from manual to
computer, a process which will be completed in fiscal
year 1972.

Statistics. The statistical activity of the Service is
concerned with the compilation and use of two major
types of data: that from the Work Measurement Sys-
tem and data collected on aliens.

The Work Measurement System is a statistical com-
pilation reflecting all areas of Service activity. Activity

.in all areas of the Service is recorded and compiled

into monthly operations reports which provide de-
tailed data on work units and the man-hours ex-
pended in their completion. These reports are used
by all levels of management in planning for efficient
operations with effectively allocated manpower.

The second aspect of statistical activity concerns
the compilation of detailed data on immigrants, nat-
uralizations, nonimmigrants, passenger travel, alien
address reports, and various Service actions relating
to aliens. Two publications using this data are pro-
duced annually: the “Annual Indicator of Immigra-
tion to the United States of Aliens in Professional and
Related Occupations” and this report. From data ‘col-
lected on sea and.air travel into and out of the United
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States a “Report of Passenger Travel Between the
United States and Foreign Countries” is prepared
monthly, semiannually, and annually. As this latter
report is the principal Government publication re-
garding international sea and air travel, many of the
subscribers are airlines competing in the ever-increas-
ing commercial air travel market.

Statistical information is also prepared regularly
for other branches of the Service as well as for other
Government and non-Government agencies. Requests
for statistics are numerous from foreign governments,
publishers, industry, private organizations, and the
general public. Within the latter group, students at
all levels of learning request the bulk of information.

An increased interest in the availability of. the
Service’s data in a machine readable form has been
generated by the easier access to computer facilities
by both Government and private interests. The release
of certain selected data has allowed those interested
to prepare special detailed reports beyond the scope
of interest of the Service.

More efficient methods of obtaining source data
were accomplished with the opening of a centralized
coding unit on July 20, 1970. Under this system ap-
proximately 90 percent of the statistical source docu-
ments are coded at the processing site rather than in
the field which has resulted in a more effective control
of the process than was possible under the old
decentralized system.

Records. Economical and efficient storage methods
were major objectives of the Service as the volume
of records on file increased during 1971.

Considerable space was obtained by disposing of
5,835 cubic feet of records under existing disposal
schedules and by transferring another 8,012 cubic

feet of records to Federal Records Centers. Space

equivalent to 1,000 five-drawer file cabinets was
gained by the transfer of the records to the less costly
storage facilities of the Federal Records Center. Also
during the year, the number of microfilm records
was increased. Open shelf filing units were installed
in St. Albans, Philadelphia, and Hammond to in-
crease file storage capability and efficiency of opera-
tion.

Building Programs. The Services’ building pro-
grams make improvements to inadequate or substan-
dard facilities, plan new facilities, and arrange for
upgraded space in new Government-owned office
buildings.

During the year, numerous-contracts were awarded
and construction was implemented at several ports
of entry and Border Patrol sector headquarters



throughout the country to provide new or better
Service facilities. In addition, the Dallas, Texas, office
moved into new space in the Federal Office Building.
Eight offices are on the GSA Inventory Report await-
ing space in Federal -buildings or other Government-
owned space and eight more are in long range plan-
ning. Living quarters were constructed for Service em-

ployees at a number of out-of-the-way stations where

suitable housing is not available.

Management Analysis and Improvement. A con-
centrated effort was undertaken during the past year
to analyze Service procedures and improve Service
operations resulting in significant savings to the Gov-
ernment and increased efficiency in Service operations.

In analyzing Service procedures under the Forms

Improvement Program, 117 suggestions were received
from employees to improve Service forms and 204
revisions were made to Service forms. Aggressive
analysis of forms and related procedures resulted in
the elimination of 123 Servicewide and local forms.
The inclusion of an address label in various applica-
tion forms has eliminated the need for Service per-
sonnel to type addresses on approximately 400,000
envelopes. Analysis of Service procedures under the
Reports Program resulted in the elimination of 23
recurring reports at an estimated saving of $50,000.
An analysis of the Work Measurement Program re-
sulted in the elimination of 38 forms and the Admin-
istrative Manual of Service procedures was updated
by the issuance of 17 revision memorandums.
